6. Consider Facilities Review Committee recommendation to hire Komatsu Architecture to prepare site study for Library and Fire station. (Casey) The Facilities Review Committee has recommended hiring Komatsu for $18,000 to study repairing the 1935 City Hall/Fire Station vs. constructing a new station and repairing and adding onto the existing Library vs. constructing a new Library.

7. Chamber of Commerce Hotel/Motel: Quarterly Report.  (Shanta)

8. Public hearing and Introduce Ordinance No. 2003-15 – Zoning change on property described as W. J. Baker Survey, Abstract 65, being a 20.54 acre tract on State Highway 95 and Farm-to-Market Road 397 from Rural/Agriculture (R/A) District to Local Business (B-1) District.  (Bob) H.E.B. is requesting the zoning of this property for retail use. The Planning & Zoning commission has recommended approval.

9. Public hearing and Introduce Ordinance No. 2003-16 – Zoning change on property described as W. J. Baker Survey, Abstract 65, being a 25.317 acre tract on State Highway 95 and Farm-to-Market Road 397 from Rural/Agriculture (R/A) to Local Business (B-1) District with a specific use permit for incidental or accessory retail or service uses (minor auto repair).  (Bob) Wal-Mart is requesting zoning of this property for retail use. The Planning & Zoning Commission has recommended approval.

10. Ordinance No. 2003-11 – John Hughes Ceramic Tile zoning change application for 518 West 12th Street from Single-Family to Multi-Family with a Residential Planned Development overlay.  (Bob)

CITY MANAGER REPORT – April 18, 2003

AIRPORT – JHL Construction is working on the final punch list for completion of the airport expansion project. 

AMERICAN LEGION HALL – I am still waiting on the American Legion and the Jaycees to submit a proposal on the future use of the Hall. 

BRA CONTRACT – Staff will be meeting with BRA staff on April 23rd to discuss our comments on the draft contract.

FACILITIES REVIEW COMMITTEE – If Council approves the recommendation from the Facilities Review Committee and the reimbursement resolution, staff will sign the contract with Komatsu to study the fire station and library.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Nothing new to report.

MURPHY PARK POOL – City crews are installing a “French drain” system around the pool to alleviate the ground water that we think cracked the pool. I am paying for the repairs out of the funds set aside for the grounds maintenance contract ($24,000).

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Terra Design submitted final construction plans and David Simons has been reviewing them. Preliminary review of the plans does not look good.

PROPERTY ACQUISITION FROM TXDOT – The property we are trying to get back from TxDOT at the intersection of Main and East Lake Drive is be on the Texas Transportation Commission meeting of April 24th. 

REGIONAL WASTEWATER LIFT STATION – Staff is currently working with H.E.B., TEDC and an adjacent property owner to design and construct a regional lift station in the Turkey Creek basin. The funds necessary for the City’s estimated portion of the lift station is in the reimbursement resolution.

RESIDENTIAL ZONING – Bob submitted a draft map for the Planning & Zoning Commission to begin discussions for the development of detailed residential zoning districts. 

T. DON HUTTO CORRECTIONAL FACILITY – It is my understanding that Warden White has been working with the U.S. Marshals Service to get the number of prisoners up.

TRUCK ROUTE – Mike Schultz, from TxDOT, advises he completed the existing sign survey, completed the plans for the new signs and has submitted them to his supervisor for approval. Once the plans are approved he will send them to the local maintenance office for installation.
