Annex V, Terrorist Incident Response

1. General

A. Throughout the sample annex, brackets are used to highlight text that should be tailored for local circumstances.  For example, if the annex text indicates [County Judge/Mayor], County Judge will typically be deleted for municipal plans, while Mayor will typically deleted from county plans.  For interjurisdictional plans, the entry should be reworked to describe local practice.  Hence, in an interjurisdictional plan, the entry [County Judge/Mayor] might be replaced by County Judge and Mayors; County Judge or  Mayors; County Judge, assisted by Mayors; or other text depending on local organization arrangements and your specific concept for emergency operations.  

B. The entry [County/City] should be replaced with an appropriate term -- generally the city name, the county name, “this city”, “this county”, or “this jurisdiction”.  For interjurisdictional plans (a county and one or more cities), normal practice is to either enter the county name alone or enter the county name followed by the phrase “and cities adhering to this plan” or something similar to avoid having a lengthy list of cities repeated throughout the annex.  In some places in the text, the word “we” may be a satisfactory replacement for [County/City].

2. Specific

A. Section I.A.  Add any local authorities pertinent to the subject of this plan

B. Section III.   This section should be used to list acronyms and abbreviations and define terms used later in the annex.  Add to paragraph A any acronyms you add to the sample annex; add to paragraph B any definitions that you wish to add to the annex.  If necessary, create a paragraph C, Abbreviations, to explain any abbreviations used in the annex.

C. Section IV.A..1.  Modify the second sentence as appropriate to include your assessment of the likelihood of terrorist attack.

D. Section IV.A.4.  Include your own assessment of your terrorist incident response resources.

E. Section IV.B.  Add any additional assumptions that you used in developing your terroris incident response annex.

F. Section V.  If you have your own Terrorism Response Team or are in an area served by a Metropolitan Medical Strike Team, describe the role of these teams in your plans for terrorist response operations.

G. Section V.B.2.a.1).  Revise the wording of this section if the same agency or individual will have the lead consequence management role for all types of terrorist incidents.

H. Section V.C.4.  If you do not plan to conduct terrorist consequence management activities at your EOC for terrorist incidents that do not have a local origin or use your EOC as a unified command operations center, modify the wording of this section or delete it.

I. Section V.F.1.  Enter the location of your Disaster District in the space provided.

J. Section VI.A.  If you have your own Terrorism Response Team or are in an area served by a Metropolitan Medical Strike Team, describe how these teams fit into your emergency response organization.

H. Section VI.B.  Make changes in this section necessary to assign tasks to appropriate local departments or agencies so that such assignments are consistent with your overall concept of emergency operations.  If volunteer groups, individuals, or businesses have agreed to support emergency operations, identify those groups, individuals, and businesses and the terrorist incident response tasks they have agreed to perform.

I. Section VII.A & B.  If necessary revise these sections to accurately describe who provides general policy guidance and who provides direction and control for emergency operations.

J. Section X.A.  Identify a specific individual by position who has responsibility for maintaining this annex.

K. Section XI.   Add any additional references that you consider appropriate to the subject of this annex.  If you are in an area served by a Metropolitan Medical Strike Team, include that organization’s operations plan as a reference.

L. Appendix 1, Terrorist Incident Response Checklist.  Modify the checklist to be consistent with your local concept of operations.

M. Appendix 3. Specialized Response Resources.   If you have specialized local or area resources, such as a Terrorism Response Team, add these resources to this appendix. 
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
