AN ORDINANCE ALLOWING A SPECIFIC USE PERMIT FOR A SPORTS BAR ON PROPERTY DESCRIBED AS CITY BLOCK 61, LOT 9 AND WEST PART OF LOT 10, APPROXIMATELY 0.0774 ACRES, 518 WEST SECOND STREET AND PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE


WHEREAS, notices for the proposed specific use permit were published in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance and the request referred to the Planning and Zoning Commission.
