REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

2. Approve public infrastructure for North Park Subdivision.  (Casey) KB Home is working to complete the punch list before the meeting. If they complete the list, staff will recommend approval of the public infrastructure. If not, we would request you pass on the item until the next regular meeting. 

3. Authorize Mayor to sign Planning and Capacity Building Fund Contract No. 723184.  (Frank) The contract is for the update of the City of Taylor’s Comprehensive Plan. We applied for and received this grant in the amount of $43,500. The City match is $50,000. 

4. Perimeter Road Policy Moratorium – Resolution No. R03-15.  (Bob) The courts have not ruled on the lawsuit. Therefore, staff is asking the Council to extend the moratorium on the perimeter road policy. 

5. Municipal Airport courtesy car policies. (Bob) The airport Board has met and recommended some changes to the Airport courtesy car use agreement. Basically, the new agreement would limit the use to two (2) hours unless prior approval of the Airport attendants. I would rather have prior approval of the City Manager or Director of Community Development. Also the car would not be allowed to leave the City limits.

6. Airport Board appointments. Bert Brundage, Tim Stence and David Tietz are up for reappointment. Barbara is checking with the current members to see if they wish to be reappointed. Currently, we have no other applicants for the Airport Board. 

7. 2003/2004 Budget Workshop. Staff would like to present our requests for the General Fund budget for fiscal year 2003-2004. We are presenting a balanced general fund budget for your consideration. We have budgeted revenues very conservatively, therefore increases in expenditures were held to a minimum. If you have any questions prior to the meeting, please give me a call.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – July 3, 2003

AIRPORT – John Nelson, Bob and I will be meeting with the FAA on Monday, July 7th, at 1:30 p.m. to discuss the possibility of releasing approximately 7-acres of land on the Airport for possible sale.

ANNUAL STREET SEAL-COATING – Staff is working with the contractor on the contract, bonds and insurance for the annual street seal-coating project. 

BRA CONTRACT – We have scheduled a public meeting on July 15th at 6:00 p.m. to receive public input and answer questions on the BRA contract. The meeting will be held at the High School or the Middle School depending on their schedule.

CARLOS G. PARKER BLVD./HWY. 95 IMPROVEMENTS – HEB and Wal-Mart have agreed to post all of the funds with the City that are necessary to meet TxDOT required improvements along Hwy. 95 and Carlos G. Parker Blvd. The City, with Council approval, will enter into an agreement with TxDOT to construct the improvements. TxDOT has agreed to install the signal light at the intersection at their cost.  

CRYSTAL CIRCLE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS – Mr. Routh has two contractors working on this project. Smetana has completed his portion of the work. The concrete drainage channel, the retaining walls and the final grading are needed to complete the improvements. They are approximately 75% complete with the improvements.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION – An Executive Session is scheduled for Monday, July 7, at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the ERCOT expansion. We scheduled the meeting for 7:00 p.m. because of my 1:30 p.m. meeting with the FAA in Fort Worth. If I am not back by 7:00 p.m., Charles and Ted will be available for the session.

FACILITIES REVIEW COMMITTEE – A joint meeting of the City Council and the Facilities Review Committee is scheduled for July 14th at 6:30 p.m. Komatsu Architecture will present their findings and recommendations on the Library and Fire Station.

HEB UTILITY CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT – The agreement to construct the wastewater lift station has been executed. The escrow agreement was executed on Thursday and the funds ($212,000) from the City will be delivered to Heritage Title Company on Monday, July 7.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Nothing new to report.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD BRIDGE – K & S Iron has been hired to make the necessary repairs to the bridge.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Gould Evans has not submitted their final construction document for staff review. 

TRUCK ROUTE – We continue to wait on TxDOT to install the signage.
