ORDINANCE NO.  2003-13
“AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE CHANGE OF A STREET NAME WITHIN THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS; PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE”


WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas to change the name of a street in a newly platted subdivision of the City.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR: 


SECTION 1.0
That the facts and recitations contained in the preamble of this Ordinance are hereby found and declared to be true and correct.


SECTION 2.0
The City Council hereby declares the name of “Hill Lane” located within the City limits to now be named “Don Hill Lane.”


SECTION 3.0
All other ordinances, parts of ordinances or resolutions in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of any such conflict.


SECTION 4.0
If any portion of the Ordinance shall, for any reason, be declared invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect the remaining provisions hereof.


SECTION 5.0
In accordance with Article 8 of the City Charter, Ordinance No. 2003-13 was introduced before the City Council on the 13th day of March, 2003.
