WHEREAS, the City of Taylor, Texas is a home rule municipality located in Williamson County, and operating pursuant to the enabling legislation of the State of Texas; and

WHEREAS, no proposition is to appear on the ballot in that election; and

WHEREAS, the City Clerk has certified in writing that the candidate on the ballot is unopposed for election to office; and

WHEREAS, the filing deadlines for placement on the ballot and declaration of write-in candidacy has passed; and

WHEREAS, in these circumstances Subchapter C of Chapter 2 of the Texas Election Code authorizes a governing body to declare each unopposed candidate elected to office and cancel the election.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that 

SECTION 1.
The City of Taylor hereby cancels the election scheduled to be held on May 3, 2003 for District 2 candidate in accordance with the Texas Election Code.

SECTION 2.
The following candidate has been certified as unopposed in the May 3, 2003 general election, and is hereby declared elected to office, and shall be issued a certificate of election after Election Day:   Bernabe M. Gonzales.

SECTION 3.
The City Clerk is directed to post a copy of this Resolution at each designated polling place on or before May 3, 2003.
