Adding Specific Use Permit Requirements for Community Centers in Single Family Residential and Rural-Agricultural Zoning Districts.

This memorandum is to inform you and the City Council of staff’s intention to initiate a process to amend the zoning ordinance to add a specific use permit (SUP) requirement for community centers in single family residential and rural-agricultural zoning districts.

The reason for undertaking this amendment, in part, is to allow the school district the ability to rent to or otherwise allow non-profits to use the old middle school on 7th street. In addition, the proposed community center in the county park is zoned rural agricultural. For these reasons, staff will begin the amendatory process to add an SUP for community centers in all R and R/A zoning districts.

The zoning ordinance defines a community center (public) as: “a building or complex of buildings that house cultural, recreational, athletic, food service and/or entertainment facilities owned and/or operated by a governmental agency or private nonprofit agency”.

Community centers (public) are allowed in  R-2A and R-2B (both multi-family zoning districts), and all commercial districts.

With the SUP provision, the City can evaluate public community centers on a case by case basis, especially if they are planned for in residential districts.

Staff anticipates that the Planning and Zoning Commission will begin their discussions on this item during their June meeting. A public hearing may be scheduled in July with the Council public hearing in late July or early August.
