1. Approve minutes of May 6, 2003 and May 13, 2003 meetings. (Barbara)

2. Concur with financials and payment of April bills.  (Charles)

REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

3. Proclamation:  

· Congratulate Sonic Drive-In on its 50th Birthday and Carhop Reunion.  (Mayor)

· Governor Dan Moody Day – 25th anniversary of the opening of the museum & 100th birthday of Governor Moody – Celebrate on June 8th.

4. Public hearing and introduce Ordinance No. 2003-18 – Zoning change application submitted by Charles Stolte for W. J. Baker Survey, (called 1.0 acres) on State Highway 95 and FM 397 from Single-Family (R-1) District) to Local Business (B-1) District.  (Bob) This ordinance would rezone the rest of the property being purchased by HEB at the corner of Hwy. 95 & Carlos G. Parker Blvd.

5. Developer’s agreement with HEB.  (Casey) This agreement would construct the regional lift station in Turkey Creek. It would provide wastewater service to the HEB site and most of the property north and west of the HEB site. Council approved $100,000 in the reimbursement resolution for this lift station. Council also approved up to $250,000 for the extension of utilities into the County Park. Part of the wastewater lines associated with the HEB site will extend through the County Park. The TEDC Board might hold a special meeting on Tuesday to consider assisting with the regional lift station.

6. Mustang Creek wastewater interceptor design contract with Hejl, Lee & Associates.  (Casey) Staff is     requesting authorization to proceed with Phases A & B of the Mustang Creek Interceptor design with Hejl, Lee & Associates for $235,380. The funds for this project were part of the future C.O. reimbursement resolution.

7. Award bids for 2003 Street Maintenance Contract.  (Casey) Council authorized $400,000 in the 2002-2003 Street Maintenance budget. Smith-Western Engineering helped with the construction bid documents in the amount of $3,555. Asphalt Paving Company of Austin, Inc. submitted the low bid of $396,419. 

8. Harimasa Texas Community Development Program (TCDP) capital fund grant #721172.  (Frank) To move forward, we need Council approval of the engineering and administrative services contracts. We went through the RFQ process last year. We waited on Council approval of the contracts until Harimasa executed the contract with the City of Taylor.

· Authorize signatories – Resolution No. R03-12.  

· Contract with Hejl, Lee & Associates for engineering services.

· Contract with Langford Community Management Services for administrative services.

9. Agreement with Temple College at Taylor Foundation for the City’s pledge of $25,000 for expansion of the TCAT facilities.  (Frank) This agreement would allow for future distribution of pledged funds if Council approves the 2003-2004 and future budgets.

10. Agreement with Williamson County Children’s Advocacy Center for the City to provide $5,000 for operation of the Center.  (Frank) If approved, this agreement would allow for the distribution of funds ($5,000) from this years budget. We have received a written request for $10,000 for next years budget. 

11. Allocation of Moody Museum accounts.  (Bob) Bob has been working with the Moody Museum Board to clear up funds they have deposited in three separate accounts. Funds received from lease of the museum should be deposited in the General Fund for Council consideration. Funds the non-profit receives through grants or donations should be kept with the 501(c) 3 organization.

12. Adopt Strategic Plans for divisions within Department of Community Development.  (Bob) Bob and his staff in the Community Development Department have developed strategic plans for each division. He would like Council review and approval. This would assist his department with achieving future goals and budgeting.

13. Introduce Ordinance No. 2003-17 – Amend Sign Ordinance 2001-15.  (Bob) Bob is asking for clarification on the banner signs and establishing a fee for those signs.

14. Introduce Ordinance No. 2003-19 – Budget Amendment.  (Charles) 

15. Approve public infrastructure of Rob Roy I and II subdivisions. (Frank) Todd Routh is asking for final approval of Rob Roy I and II subdivisions. Mr. Routh has not completed all of the items staff provided on a final punch list. If Council wants to assist Mr. Routh, I would recommend you approve Rob Roy I but not accept all of the lots in Rob Roy II until all items on the punch list are complete. We are currently holding $20,000 for the completion of Rob Roy I. Todd has agreed to allow the City to retain the $20,000 until Rob Roy II is finally accepted. Three major items that the $20K would not cover would be record drawing, the maintenance bond and creation of a home owner’s association. Todd should be required to give a date of completion of all requirements or building permits will not be issued.  

16. Board appointments:

· Council member to Chamber of Commerce Board

· Planning and Zoning Commission – Council member McDonald’s seat is vacant. Applicants are Paul George, John Taylor, James Qualls and Brunner Grau. 

· Zoning Board of Adjustment – one vacancy. One applicant – Gloria Felder.

· Parks & Recreation – Duane Danek, Larry Robbins and Gloria Felder are up for reappointment. Duane would like to be reappointed. Gloria would like to serve on the ZBA, if not, she would stay on the Parks Board. Larry would like to be considered for a different board. One applicant – Andres Leal.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – May 23, 2003

AIRPORT – A fly-in is scheduled for May 31st at the airport. A dedication ceremony will occur at 9:00 a.m. Everyone is invited to attend.  

ANNUAL STREET SEAL-COATING – This item is on the agenda.

BRA (Brazos River Authority) CONTRACT – We are waiting on the final draft of the contract from BRA. Ted is reviewing easements and right-of-ways with City & BRA staff.

CRYSTAL CIRCLE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS – Smetana Construction began work on Wednesday, May 21st on the drainage structure between T.H. Johnson and Crystal Circle. I have been visiting with Ms. Herrera on the progress.

ERCOT EXPANSION – The ERCOT Board was going to consider expansion at their board meeting on May 20th. I called and left a message for Sam Jones, but have not heard the decision.

FACILITIES REVIEW COMMITTEE – Komatsu Architecture is working on the recommendations for the Library and Central Fire station. The Committee did not have a quorum at their meeting on May 19th. They are scheduled to meet again on June 3rd to discuss the Public Works facilities.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Nothing new to report. Still waiting on private utility relocates and staff plans to bid the North Drive improvements in June.

MURPHY PARK POOL – Another leak was found under the mushroom playscape in the zero entry pool. City crews are trying to make the repairs to save money. If repairs cannot be made the mushroom playscape, it will be turned off. The concrete deck should be repaired on Friday so the pool will be able to open on Saturday. We are still trying to bring in a diver to pressure test lines, conduct a dye test and patch the cracks. Repairs are being paid out of the funds set aside for the grounds maintenance contract ($24,000). We hope the $24,000 will cover the costs.

OLD MURPHY PARK PAVILLION – We will delay the removal of this structure due to lack of funds.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Gould Evans and staff met on May 8th and discussed the construction documents. Staff felt after the meeting that Terra Design would move forward and make the necessary correction to the construction documents. Terra advised they would like to bid the project this fall.

REGIONAL WASTEWATER LIFT STATION – The developer’s agreement is on the agenda for this project.

RESIDENTIAL ZONING – Bob is still working with the Planning & Zoning Commission to develop multiple residential zoning districts. 

TRUCK ROUTE – I called Mike Schultz to inquire about the status of the truck route signs and he has not returned my call.
