
ORDINANCE NO. 2003-17

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2001-15 THAT ADOPTED THE SIGN ORDINANCE, BY AMENDING SECTION 2.0 DEFINITIONS, SECTION 3.0 GENERAL PROVISIONS, AND SECTION 6.0 FEES; AND PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE


WHEREAS, the Taylor City Council passed Sign Ordinance No. 2001-15 on April 24, 2001; and


WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend Ordinance No. 2001-15, to amend Section 2.0, Definitions, Section 3.0 General Provisions, and Section 6.0 Fees.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR:

SECTION 1.0
That the amendments, as shown in this ordinance are hereby approved in all aspects and adopted as an amendment to Ordinance No. 2001-15.

SECTION 2.0 
DEFINITIONS 

BANNER -  A Ttemporary sign, either attached or free standing, with or without characters, letters, illustrations, or ornamentations, applied to cloth,  paper, flexible plastic or fabric of any kind, attached to the exterior of a structure or free standing on the site with temporary fastening devices such as rope, string, wire, twine, or similar materials, which is in addition to the permitted permanent signs, announcing a special event for a business, i.e., business openings, grand openings, sales or promotion events. 

PERMANENT SIGN - A sign constructed of durable, rigid materials which is affixed or attached to real property by poles, stakes or other members which are placed into the ground, or upon some other type of permanent foundation and is intended for long term use. A permanent sign excludes a sign attached to a building or other permanent structural members with rope, string, wire, twine, or  similar material.

SECTION 3.0 GENERAL PROVISIONS

3.15 Prohibited Signs

9. Banners are prohibited in residential zones and on any residentially zoned property. Banners will be treated as attached or freestanding signs, exempt from fees , as applicable, when used on commercial or industrial properties. Permit valid for forty-five (45) days with a one time forty-five (45) day renewal. Applicants must apply for a banner sign permit prior to displaying the sign. Approved banner signs shall be displayed for a maximum of ninety (90) days per calendar year.

3.18 Structural Requirements

2. Abandoned, Damaged, or Unsafe Signs:

c. Discontinuance of use or r Removal of any non-conforming sign or any sign in connection with a non-conforming use shall create a presumption of an intent to abandon said sign. A non-conforming sign that is damaged and not repaired within sixty (60) days shall be presumed to be abandoned.

d. A non-conforming sign that is damaged by an amount greater than fifty percent of its replacement value and not repaired within sixty (60) days shall be presumed to be abandoned.

e. Discontinuance of use or removal of any non-conforming sign or any sign in connection with a non-conforming use for a period of six (6) months or more shall create a presumption of an intent to abandon said non-conforming uses and any non-conforming signs. A non-conforming sign that is damaged and not repaired within sixty (60) days shall be presumed to be abandoned.

SECTION 6.0 FEES

Fees shall be in accordance with the City’s Fees Ordinance, as amended from time to time.

(Staff recommends that a $25 per banner sign is charged to administer the paperwork and track the expiration dates)

Permits fees are as follows:

1. Face Area - Up to and including twenty (20) square feet $20.00

2. Face Area - Twenty-one (21) square feet up to and including 
sixty (60) square feet $40.00

3. Face area - Sixty-one (61) square feet and over $80.00 

SECTION 2.0
All other provisions of Ordinance No. 2001-15 shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 3.0
In accordance with Article 8 of the City Charter, this ordinance was introduced before the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas on the 27th day of May, 2003.
