ROUND ROCK HIGHER EDUCATION CENTER – RESOLUTION NO. R03-8

A motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem Hill and seconded by Council member Maruska to approve Resolution No. R03-8.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

FOOD SANITATION REGULATIONS –ORDINANCE NO. 2003-14

Council member Mikeska recused himself from the vote on this item.  A motion was made by Council member Maruska and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Hill to adopt Food Sanitation Regulations Ordinance No. 2003-14 as amended.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE REGULATION OF FOOD ESTABLISHMENTS INCLUDING FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENTS; RETAIL FOOD STORES; TEMPORARY FOOD ESTABLISHMENTS; MOBILE FOOD UNITS; AND ROADSIDE FOOD VENDORS, PROVIDING A REAPLER CLAUSE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING A PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($500.00) FOR EACH OFFENSE, EXCEPT WHERE A DIFFERENT PENALTY HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED BY STATE LAW FOR SUCH OFFENSE, OR FOR ANY VIOLATION OF ANY PROVISION WHICH GOVERNS PUBLIC HEALTH OR SANITATION WHICH SHALL BE PUNISHED BY PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF TWO THOUSAND DOLLARS ($2,000.00) FOR EACH OFFENSE AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION

2001/2002 AUDIT OF CITY ACCOUNTS

Finance Director Charles Cunningham and Kelly Prichard of Prichard, Roberson & Co. LLP presented the 2001/2002 audit reports for the City.  Council member Maruska made a motion to accept the 2001/2002 audit as presented.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.

YMCA SWIMMING POOL MANAGEMENT AGREEMENT – 2003 SEASON

Council member Maruska made a motion to authorize the City Manager to enter into a contract with the YMCA of Greater Williamson County to operate Murphy Pool for $55,744.54 and Robinson Pool for $5,321.95 for the 2003 season.  Second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

HUGHES ZONING CHANGE – 518 WEST 12th STREET – PUBLIC HEARING AND INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2003-11

Mayor Berger opened the public hearing for citizens to express their views on a zoning change application submitted by John Hughes Ceramic Tile for property at 518 West 12th Street.  Council member Maruska asked about including a restriction on street parking and how did Mr. Hughes plan to address homeowners complaints about noise in the park after they moved into the area.  City Attorney Ted Hejl stated that a Homeowners Association could not restrict parking on a city street, that would have to be addressed by City officials.  Mr. Hejl read the caption to introduce Ordinance No. 2003-11.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE NO. 2001-17 BY THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS ON APRIL 24, 2001 AS HERETOFORE AMENDED, BY CHANGING THE CLASSIFICATION OF PROPERTY DESCRIBED AS MURPHY ADDITION, BLOCK 9, LOT C, APPROXIMATELY 0.465 ACRES, 518 WEST 12TH STREET FROM SINGLE FAMILY (R-1) DISTRICT TO MULTI-FAMILY (R2-A) DISTRICT WITH A RESIDENTIAL PLANNED DEVELOPMENT (R-PD) OVERLAY

EASTERN WILLIAMSON COUNTY PARK INDOOR RECREATION FACILITY – RESOLUTION NO. R03-10

Council member Mikeska made a motion to approve Resolution No. R03-10.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS SUPPORTING A GRANT APPLICATION FOR EASTERN WILLIAMSON COUNTY PARK INDOOR RECREATION FACILITY

GROUNDS MAINTENANCE BID AWARD

Parks Superintendent Mickey Landry stated that the city has opened bids from two vendors for grounds maintenance for the following sites:  Heritage Park, Moody Museum, police station and the library at Eighth Street.  TruGreen Landcare was the low bidder and has vast experience in the area of contract grounds maintenance in the Austin area.

Mayor Pro Tem Hill made a motion to award the grounds maintenance contract to TruGreen Landcare in the amount of $8,600 to complete the second half of the fiscal year.  Second by Council member Maruska.  VOTE: Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

PARKS MASTER PLAN CONTRACT AWARD

Public Works Director Casey Sledge presented a contract from Carter & Burgess to complete a citywide parks, recreation, and open space master plan.  The master plan is critical to receiving grants from the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department and the quality and thoroughness of the master plan will ensure quality grant applications in the future.  The Council allocated $50,000 from the 1998 G.O. Bonds for this project. 

Council member Mikeska made a motion to authorize the execution of a contract with Carter & Burgess for $49,500 to complete a parks, recreation, and open space master plan for the City.  Second by Council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

EMERGENCY AUTHORIZATION TO REPLACE TWO WASTEWATER LINES UNDER RAILROAD

Capital Projects Manager David Simons stated that two old 12-inch clay wastewater lines with a repeated history of blockage have collapsed to the point that staff cannot maintain flow.  Each location has open holes for crews to regularly monitor and access the lines.  Each of these lines runs under existing railroad tracks.  The sections of lines under the tracks have failed and city crews cannot access these locations.  One location is near Frank and Talley Street and the other is at Welch and South Doak.

City crews will install approximately 600 linear feet of new pipe adjacent to the tracks and Bulls-Eye Excavating, Inc. will install both bores and lines under the tracks.  The lines under the tracks will be installed in 24-inch steel casing and placed on appropriate spacers for future maintenance.  All pipe will be upsized as necessary for future growth.

Council member Maruska made a motion to contract with Bulls-Eye Excavating, Inc. for a maximum of $120,000. to install both bores and lines under the tracks.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

TXDOT BRIDGE REPLACEMENTS – DESIGN CONTRACT

Capital Projects Manager David Simons presented a design contract from Dannenbaum Engineering Corporation to relocate utilities around the 3rd Street bridge and the Old Thorndale Road bridge for an amount not to exceed $16,000.

Mayor Pro Tem Hill made a motion to authorize a contract with Dannenbaum Engineering Corporation for $16,000. as presented. Second by Council member Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

APPOINT ELECTION JUDGES FOR DISTRICT 3 COUNCIL ELECTION – RESOLUTION NO. R03-9
Council member Mikeska made a motion to adopt Resolution No. R03-9 and appoint Gayle Collins as Presiding Judge and Lina Martinez as Alternate Judge for District 3 May 3, 2003 council election.  Second by Council member Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS APPOINTING ELECTION JUDGES FOR MAY 3, 2003 DISTRICT 3 COUNCIL ELECTION
