CITY MANAGER REPORT – November 22, 2002

AIRPORT – JHL Construction continues to progress with the extension and widening of the runway. The contractor began laying asphalt today. The Airport will be closed during the paving across the parallel taxiway.

CITY CHRISTMAS PARTY – As another reminder, the City Christmas party is scheduled for Friday, December 13th at the Volunteer Fireman’s Hall at 11:30 a.m. We hope all of you can attend. 

DRAINAGE – The Smith Construction is substantially complete on the Avery Drive Drainage improvements. They are working on the final punch list. We are still waiting on Mr. Routh to revise the construction drawings for the extension of the drainage structure between T.H. Johnson and Crystal Circle. 

ERCOT – AIRPORT ROAD – The contractor needs to establish grass and clean the drainage ditches to complete the punch list on the improvements to Airport Road. Staff is working on a negotiated cash bond for the contractor to submit to the city.

FACILITIES REVIEW COMMITTEE – The committee walked through the Old City Hall and the Pierce building on Saturday, November 16th. They had a regular meeting on Monday, November 18th and discussed their field trip. There was good discussion about the continued use of the Old City Hall and the possible future use of the Pierce Building. This Saturday morning, the facilities committee will tour the Library and Old Taylor High School. They will meet again at a regular meeting on December 2nd. 

HOWARD & NORTH DRIVE – Staff met with TXU Energy and SWB last week. They have not submitted their final plans.

HUNTERS RUN DRAINAGE DITCH – Mr. Routh’s contractor, Smetana Construction, hauled in fill to the drainage ditch in Hunter’s Run. The grading is not correct so staff is working with Mr. Routh to correct the problem. David Simons is still working on a cost estimate to construct a concrete pilot down the ditch to handle the seep water that continually runs in the ditch. 

JOINT MEETING WITH TEDC BOARD – Mr. Jeff Moore with the Attorney General’s Office will be in attendance at the joint meeting on December 9, 2002 at 6:00 p.m. This will allow an opportunity for Council, TEDC Board and/or citizens to ask questions about 4A and 4B Corporations.

MAIN STREET MANAGER – The interview committee continues to review applications. They have interviewed one applicant. We will continue to advertise the position until a Main Street Manager is selected. I signed a consultant contract with Molly Alexander for temporary help with the Main Street program until a new manager is hired.

MUNICIPAL COURT – Charles has placed the monthly report on the Municipal Court in your packet.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – It appears we have agreed on a resolution that has held up progress on the streetscape project. Casey will be meeting with Terra Design Group and Alamo Engineering to discuss the project. If all goes well with the discussions, we should be back on track. 

PARADE ORDINANCE – Staff and Ted are working on this ordinance. We hope to have it on the December 17th agenda.

PEDDLER’S ORDINANCE – After introducing this ordinance at the last meeting, Ted and staff have worked to iron out future problems that might be encountered with peddlers. Since we continue to work on the ordinance, I did not place it on this agenda. 

SOUTH EDMUND – The contractor needs to finish grading the drainage way through the Mustang Creek Industrial Park.

TAYLOR PUBLIC LIBRARY – The Library staff should have all of the books cleaned and in order by next Monday. We will wait to open the Library until the restrooms are open.  

WATER TREATMENT PLANT EXPANSION – Staff met this week with Texas Water Development Board to discuss funding options for the water plant expansion. They will meet next week to discuss funding for the high water plain improvements.
